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This case came to the Tribunal by way of appeal against Rights Commissioner Recommendation
R-0021898-tu-04/JH

The determination of the Tribunal was as follows:



Determination

Having heard the evidence, the Tribunal is satisfied that there was no breach of the Transfer of
Undertakings Regulations 2000, as no transfer within the meaning of the Regulations took place.
For this reason the appeal fails.
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
